FANCG
belongs to the multisubunit FA complex composed of FANCA, FANCB, FANCC, FANCE, FANCF, FANCG,
FANCL/PHF9 and FANCM. The complex is not found in FA patients. The major form is nuclear. The
minor form is cytoplasmic. Highly expressed in testis and thymus. Found in lymphoblasts. Defects in
FANCG are a cause of Fanconi anemia (FA)
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
